CONCLUSION OF THE SEMINAR WITH HOLY MASS AT 12,00

The coordinator of the seminar is Fr. Ljubo Kurtovié.

The speaker at the seminar is P. Raniero Cantalamessa, Franciscan Capuchin. Born in Colli del Tronto (AP) on 22
July 1934. He was ordained priest in 1958 and graduated in Theology in Friburg, Switzerland, and Classic Literature from
the Catholic University of S. Cuore in Milan. As an Ordinary Professor of History of Ancient Christianity and Director of the
Department of religious sciences at the Catholic University, he was a member of the International Theological
Commission from 1975 to 1981. In 1979 he resigned his teaching position to devote himself fully to the Ministry of the
Word. Since 1980 he has been Preacher to the Papal Household, also called the Apostolic Preacher. He gives a
meditation each Friday in Advent and Lent in the presence of the Holy Father, the Cardinals, the Bishops, the prelates
and the General Superiors of religious orders. The title and the office of the Apostolic Preacher began with Paul IV (1555-
1559). Presently, the sermons take place in the Redemptoris Mater Chapel. The Apostolic Preacher lives at the General
Curia of the Franciscan Capuchins. He gives lectures all over the world. He has written a number of books that have been
translated into 15 languages. He has been running a weekly program on the first channel of the ltalian state television
(RAI) on the Gospel of the following Sunday ,To His Image. Reasons for Hope* for already five years.

Until that time the General Procurators of the four mendicant Orders (the Order of Preacher, or Dominicans, Friars Minor
of Franciscans, Hermits of St. Augustine and Carmelites) took it in turns to preach on the Sunday of Advent and Lent.
Since the time of Paul IV a single Apostolic Preacher was appointed from different religious Orders. In 1743 Pope
Benedict X1V, by the Inclytum FratrumMinorum, reserved the office exclusively to the Order of Capuchin Friars Minor.

We thank you in advance and pray for God’s blessing and the
blessing of the Queen of Peace upon you and your work.
